This machine is fitted with castors to make it easier to move. Take care when moving the machine on an
inclined surface.

The Header Assembly has a forward centre of gravity, so it is important that at least two people are used to
fit or remove the Header Assembly.

The fitting position of the Header Assembly is high, and it is important that a means of reaching the height
safely,without stretching, is available. (e.g. Steps, Step Stool etc.)

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2. HOW TO PLAY

This is a horse riding game in which up to four players, (if two machines are
linked), are the jockeys. Players can choose from three tracks and six horses.

Method of Play

The player straddles the horse, crouching (not sitting) with their feet on the
footrests, and rocks the horse backwards and forwards. The speed of the
horse is controlled by the speed of the rocking motion. If the player presses
the whip button on the rein handle while rocking the horse rapidly, the horse
will accelerate quickly or continue to run at maximum speed.
