USING YOUR ADJUSTABLE OUTLANE POSTS

Playboy Pinball is equipped with Adjustable Outlane Posts to help earnings by increasing or decreasing the
Average Ball Time. Periodically check Audit 3, Average Ball Time. Ideally, 50-55 Seconds is suggested for
best earnings. Moving the Left & Right Adjustable Outlane Posts and adding or removing the Rubber Rings

from either or both Outlane & Mini-Posts will affect this time.

For your particular location, you will soon be able fo determine
the best way to have your Posts positioned and with or without Rubber Rings on your game. As players become
better, more adjustments may b e required.

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Read the "Note:" above regarding the rubber rings. Please remember, NOT ALL THE BLACK POSTS required Rubber

Section 4, Chapter 1, Parts Identification & Location, Playfield - Rubber Parts.
